After his retirement, he enjoyed life on the family farm in White Plains 
 farming, riding his tractor, and spending time with his wife and family. He 

 and Hazel enjoyed traveling, dancing, and socializing with their many dear 
 friends. He was a member of the Brotherhood of Masons, a member of the 
 American Legion, and a member of the Loyal Order of Moose.
