A graduate of Gonzaga High
School, Class of 1950, Ed went on to serve in the U. S. Army during the
Korean War before being Honorably Discharged at the rank of Corporal in
1954. He worked at the Charles County Department of Taxation for many
years before retiring as a Tax Assessor Supervisor. Ed was an Honorary Life
member of the Knights of Columbus. He belonged to Dr. John Henry Griffin
Council #2293 and Fr. Andrew White Assembly #377. During his 53 years as
a Knight, Ed served his Council, Assembly and the Maryland State
Jurisdiction in a variety of positions including District Deputy, Grand Knight
and Faithful Navigator. He served as a Director on both the State Program
and Membership Teams, and at the time of his passing, he was Co-Chairman
of the Fr. Michael J. McGivney Guild and a member of the Knighthood Degree
Team. He was of the Catholic faith and attended St. Mary’s Catholic Church in
Bryantown.

In addition to his parents, Ed was preceded in death by his wife of 66 years,
Patricia Jean Garner Padgett.



He is survived by his daughter Deborah Padgett Browning (Martin E. Evans);
grandson Patrick Robert Browning; also survived by a number of other
relatives and friends.
