He also served
with the National Guard in Washington, DC and was a heavy equipment
operator. John was a Piscataway Indian and a member of the Maryland Indian
Heritage Society, the American Indian Cultural Center, the Disabled American
Veterans, and St. Peter’s Church in Waldorf, MD. He enjoyed gardening,
landscaping, and the Farmers Market.
