While working with Game Two, he
decided to try his hand in the restaurant world at the Inn at Montross in
Montross, VA and found his calling. He spent many years honing his craft at
Casey Jones in La Plata and was most recently the Chef de Cuisine at Blue
Dog Saloon in Port Tobacco. He was creative, innovative, and passionate in
the kitchen – always pushing himself and his team to a higher level. Mike was
a good man and a great friend. He will be deeply missed by his family, friends,
and all who knew him. “There is no end to grief…there is no end to love.” We
will walk together again, my brother.
