The history of the county fascinated them,
and they researched and wrote about it for many years. Roberta compiled six

She was an active resident of Charles County
and was a former President of the Charles County Cancer Society, President
of the GFWC Charles County Woman’s Club, Inc., appointed by Governor
Marvin Mandel to Charles County Human Relations Commission, and co-
founded the Patchworkers Quilting Club. Roberta was very active in the
Children’s Aid Society, the first woman to serve on the vestry at the La Plata
Methodist Church, volunteered with Meals on Wheels, sat on the board of the
Citizens for a Better Charles County, and co-chaired the county’s committee to
develop a recycling strategy. With her husband, she owned and operated
Stones Throw Antiques for over 30 years. With all that and more, Roberta
(Mom) was never too busy to put her family first! Her love will live in us
forever.
